So since we are forced to 

sustain ourselves in an increasingly unsustainable economy, EIDIA invites 

artists to beat the system at its own game. We are reshaping the 

characterization of “free market” to advantage the artist directly 

through the trading of their art with others. There is no fee and no club 

to join to be involved. It is simply you trading art with us, and others. 

When you trade with us, the FREE TRADE / FREE MARKET initiative will 

culminate in an exhibition, a“TRADE FAIR” for the participating artists. 

 

Artists have a tremendous advantage in the marketplace because they 

make art and lots of it. As your career gradually reaches maturity, your 

personal art production and holdings become primary assets. After 

decades of production with volumes of your creations often collecting 

dust or deteriorating in storage and in the end perhaps, only benefiting 

your estate —shouldn’t you make better use of what you create while you 

are still alive? 
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
